Resolution No. 2023 - 236

RESOLUTION REORGANIZING THE SOLDIER SUMMIT SPECIAL
SERVICE DISTRICT AS A LOCAL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, on December 21, 2022, the Board of Commissioners of Utah County held a
public hearing and subsequently adopted Resolutions 2022-1214 and 2022-1215 which
respectively reorganized the Soldjer Summit Special District into the Soldier Summit Local
District and appointed members to the newly organized local district.

WHEREAS, upon the passage of the aforementioned resolutions, it was realized that Utah
Code 17D-1-204 required a 60-day protest period after the public hearing was held before a
resolution could be adopted. Therefore, in order to comply with 60-day statutory waiting period,
the Board of Commissioners of Utah County resolved to rescind Resolutions 2022-1214 and 2022-
1215.

WHEREAS, the 60-day protest period has passed wherein no protests were filed Opposing
the reorganization of the Soldier Summjt Special Service District into the Soldier Summit Loca]
District. Therefore, the Board of Commissioners of Utah County hereby resolves to adopt new
resolutions reorganizing the Soldier Summit Special Service District into the Soldier Summit
Local District and to appoint members to the newly organized local district,

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Utah County on July 16, 1984, by its
Resolution No. 1984-26, established a special service district known as the Soldier Summit Special
Service District (*SSSSD™) with authority to provide for or furnish the following services within
the district’s boundaries: water, garbage, transportation (including street lighting, storm drainage,
and other street-related facilities), recreation (including maintenance of the site of the site of the
Civil War era soldiers’ cemetery) and fire protection; and

WHEREAS, since its establishment, the SSSSD has provided water services (culinary and
irrigation water) to the residents and real property located within the SSS85D’s boundaries; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 1984-26 the SSD has been governed by a “triad
of officers” which requires one member to be selected from the Board of County Commissioners
of Utah County, one member to be from the Board of County Commissioners of Wasatch County
and one member who is an owner of rea] property lying within the boundary of the SSSSD; and

WHEREAS, in 2013 the Utah Legislature enacted legislation which permitted special
service districts to reorganize as a local district in accordance with Utah Code Ann, §17D-1-604
(the “Reorganization Statute”); and

WHEREAS, the members of the SSSSD have found that it is in the best interests of the
citizens of both Utah County and Wasatch County to reorganize the SSSSD as a local district and
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WHEREAS, the property owners within the SSSSD’s boundaries currently pay a dedicated
property tax to certain service areas for services related to law enforcement, fire protection and
development, which services will not be affected by fhe reorganization into a local district; and

WHEREAS, the Reorganization Stafute authorizes the Board of County Commissioners of
Utah County to reorganize SSSSD into a completely independent local district and requires that
the reorganization may not occur unless each municipality that s included within the SSSSD must
consent to the reorganization; and

WHEREAS, the boundaries of the SSSSD do not extend into any municipality and
therefore, there are no municipalities which need to consent to the reorganization into a local

district.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby resolved by the Board of Commissioners of Utah
County:

1. That the Soldier Summit Special Service District is reorganized as a local district in
accordance with Utah Code Ann. §17D-1-604.

2. That the newly organized local district will be known as the Soldier Summit Local
District (“SSLD”).

3. That the boundaries of the SSLD shall be those described in “Exhibit A”, which exhibit
is attached and made a part of this resolution and which boundaries are the same as those
boundaries which comprise the current SSSSD but the italicized language in the description has
been clarified by Utah County Surveyor to ensure accuracy.

4. That the SSLD shall have the authority to provide for or furnish the operation of a system
for the collection, storage, retention, control, conservation, treatment, supplying distribution, or
reclamation of water, including storm, flood, sewage, irrigation, and culinary water.

5 That after its creation, the SSLD may not provide more than four (4) services listed in
subsection 1 of Utah Code Ann. §17B-1-202.

6. That in accordance with Utah Code Ann, §17B-1-301, the SSLD shall be governed by a
board of trustees, consisting of three (3) persons, which shall manage and conduct the business
affairs of the district and shall determine all questions of district policy and be subject to the
applicable provisions set forth in Title 17B, Chapter 1 of the Utah Code.

7. That the Board of Commissioners of Utah County (“Appointing entity””) will initially
appoint three (3) persons as the board of trustees for the SSLD. An administrative control board
will not be established as part of the reorganization to a local district. Each trustee will occupy 2
position on the SSI.D board of trustees referred to as either Seat A, Seat B or Seat C and shall meet
the board member qualifications set forth in Utah Code Ann. §17B-1-302. Each board of trustee
will represent the SSLD at large unless the board of trustees elects to divide the SSLD into
divisions as set forth in Utah Code Ann. §17B-1-306.5. The term of service for each member of
the board of trustees for the SSLD shall begin upon appointment by the appointing entity and upon
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the member taking the oath of office. The appointing entity shall appoint the initial board of
trustees to the following terms;

Seat A: Two (2) years. The term will end on December 3 1,2024,
Seat B: Four (4) years. The term will end on December 31, 2026.
Seat C: Four (4) years. The term will end on December 31, 2026.
At the conclusion of the initial terms, each trustee shall serve a term of four (4) years.

8. That at the conclusion of the term in office set forth in paragraph 7 of this resolution, the
board of trustees shall be elected in accordance with the election procedures described in in Utah
Code Ann. §17B-1-306.

9. That the board of trustees may receive compensation for serving on the SSLD in
accordance with Utah Code Ann. §17B-1-307.

10. That any bond issued, contract or other obligation entered into by the SSSSD before
reorganization is a valid action, bond issuance, contract, or other obligation of the newly organized
SSLD.

11. In accordance with the Reorganization Statute, the SSLD:

A. may impose and collect taxes, fees and other charges for services provided in
accordance with applicable law:

B. shall own all property acquired by the special service district before reorganization;
and

C. shall have a power, right or obligation that the reorganized special service district
had before the reorganization, unless otherwise provided by law.

12. That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage.

13. Resolution 2022-1214 is hereby rescinded.
